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Compare and Contrast
The Picture of Dorian Gray is a story about a person who sells his soul to the devil to stay young. He had a painting of himself done by Basil Hallward. The painter had his friend who was curious enough to meet Dorian after seeing the portrait or picture. Lord Henry later had his wish to meet Dorian. These are the three main characters that the story talks about, although it concentrates on Dorian as the person who had his painted picture. The Narrator has two versions of this book. One is a graphic novel, and the other is a literary novel. Those two versions have some similarities and differences that I am going to prove about this book. The graphic novel had some chapters left out from the original literary novel. The differences and similarities and leaving out chapters are not noticeable if you do not read those two versions clearly. It is easier to read and understand from the graphic novel because the characters are drawn.
There are some similarities in the story of "The Picture of Dorian Gray" such as the characters. The story had the picture repeat throw the whole story.  Dorian is the main character in this story that it highlights his personality. In both of the stories or versions of the story, Dorian is a guy who his personality changes due to the influence of Lord Henry. He turns into a homosexual person after hating and breaking up with his girlfriend Sibyl Vane, which caused her die. In both of the stories whenever his personality changes, his portrait painting lineaments of his face changes. He sold his soul to the devil in order to stay young and good looking. Later, he regrets his choices and decisions made; he tries to get rid of his painting which changes his lineaments in his real life and painting. When he tries to stab the painting he kills himself. Hence, he killed his soul with stabbing his portrait. There are more similarities in the plot of the story. Personally speaking, the story is interesting, it was written really well. The story had really great messages to the people; it was made with great planning that how would the story end. The ending was unexpected.
	The differences between the graphic novel and literary novel are not many. However, in the graphic novel there are some chapters that were removed, as the literary novel has them. To reveal art and conceal the artist is art's aim."(Wilde) The other quote says "The only excuse for making a useless thing is that one admires intensely. All art is quite useless."(Wilde) The author first describes art as a beautiful thing then he says art is useless. The second quote is also written in the graphic novel, which is also all drawing. Although the story is completely about art or a picture of a person which affects his life, so how can art be useless. While the literary novel does not contain the second quote.
In "The Picture of Dorian Gray" graphic novel there are some chapters that were left out. The graphic novel had chapter 6, chapter 9, chapter 11, and chapter were left out. Those chapters were left out because of some homosexual conversations between Gray and Basil. The graphic novel had some homosexual contents but they left out those chapters 6, 9, 11, 17. Story gets really lost because of removing those chapters. It was not a good idea to remove those chapters from the graphic novel. You would feel the story is incomplete if you read the literary novel. In every story, each and every chapter is important even if it does not contain a lot of writing or information. The author also merged chapter 12 and chapter 13 together.
